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Special Election Slated for November Central 
Committee Meeting

A change in leadership will top the agenda at the next meeting of 
the Marion County Democratic Central Committee. Current 
Chair, John Maluski, announced he is stepping down, effective at 
the election of his successor. He cited “personal reasons” as the 
motive for his decision.  
 
Maluski will be replaced at the November 16th Central 
Committee meeting to be held at the Marion Dems headquarters 
at 250 Liberty in Salem. Nominations will be accepted at that 
time and a vote will follow. Every precinct committee person will 
be eligible to cast a ballot. That includes appointed PCP’s. It’s 
unclear, at this time, what procedure will be followed should the 
election leave another vacancy in party leadership. The 
consensus is, should such a vacancy occur, it would be filled at 
another special election at the December Central Committee 
meeting. 
 
When looking back on his time as Marion Dems Chair, Maluski 
said that he was happy with his management style. It was his 
goal, he said, to allow committees to be autonomous and to 
make sure they were free of heavy-handed oversight. Committee 
Chairs appear to have “handled their responsibilities quite well”. 
Maluski also said he would like to have done more to establish 
“stable and sustained funding for the Central Committee. That‘s 
an important goal for the future”. 
 
Maluski will not be leaving the Marion County Central 
Committee. He plans to remain active and will lead the Central 
Committee’s Minority Outreach Committee. 

 

Oregon Democratic Summit

I was at the Friday and Saturday sessions of the 2009 Oregon 
Summit, in Sunriver, Oregon. The atmosphere was very much 
party and policy. The hall between the Great Hall and the 
Homestead buildings (where all the official Summit activities 
were held) was packed with various booths for candidates, issues, 
buttons, Bus Project, etc. 
 
The Welcome Reception on Friday evening featured Meredith 
Woods, Chair of DPO, the Oregon Tribal Leadership, and others. 
Drumming prayers and words were offered by the Warm Springs 
(consolidated) Tribes (Sunriver sits on former Warm Springs 
land). After the welcoming remarks, there were breakout parties 
for Bradbury, Kitzhaber, and many others -- I didn't attend any of 
the late night parties, which Michael said, meant that I missed 
the real Summit. Probably so! 
 
Every meal was an extraordinary chance to hear from, Oregon’s 
Democratic contingent: breakfast on Saturday with Peter DeFazio 
and David Wu, lunch with Earl Blumenauer and Kurt Schrader, 
and then the Keynote Dinner -- more remarks by Meredith Wood 
Smith, then rousing speeches from Ron Wyden and Jeff Merkley. 
The Sunday morning breakfast, which I missed, was our local 
Oregon legislative leadership -- followed by a gubernatorial 
forum with all three candidates. Several other highly recognizable 
Oregon Democrats were in attendance, as well, and people had 
ample opportunities to bend their ears. 
 
Jefferson Smith presented an award in honor of their father to 
the three sons of a Democratic family who started the first public 
matching-funds tax-form checkoff  (I ”missed their names) The 
checkoff ended in a “sunset” as the father assumed that Oregon 
would be on its way to totally publicly funded elections by the 
original sunset. These three sons, with the help of Jefferson 
Smith and others, helped re-start a new Oregon public funding of 
elections tax-form checkoff, which we will see on some of our 
next tax forms.    
 
There were three time slots of workshops and people could 
choose among 4-5 workshops in each slot. The workshop topics 
included health care, the budget; education, the current ballot 
measures, tax measures, the initiative process. There were party-
building workshops on grassroots networks, technological tools, 
and "preparing for the race”. Other workshops included rural 



 Oregon in relation to the green economy, the business 
community and progressive politics, and workforce recovery. I 
attended "Saving the Planet" on environmental issues and one on 
health care insurance. 
 
 The workshops were presented as panels by an impressive mix 
of Oregonians -- our legislators, activists, lobbyists, and 
volunteers. These presentations were followed by a question and 
comment period. The environmental workshops noted the 
legislative successes -- the 2009 session passed over 30 pro-
environmental bills! -- and the disappointing failures. In 2009, for 
the first time in a decade or more, good bills had a chance.  
 
All members of the environmental panel mentioned that letters-
to-the-editor, calling your legislator, knocking on doors, and 
testifying, are hugely important. Members of the health care 
panel also noted, "More important than getting your legislators 
elected, is getting your parents, friends, and neighbors on-board”. 
 
There was more information presented in both sessions than I 
was able to process. I wish everyone had the opportunity to 
attend these workshops, and I am quite sure the other 
workshops delivered the same quality as these. You can be very 
proud of the Democrats that are working for Oregon. And, you 
would have been proud of every state and national legislator. 
What an opportunity to be able to hear directly from them! This 
is a plug for the next Summit, and to also do what they suggested 
-- get out there, and talk! 

 

Prospects for Democrats in Marion and Polk 
Counties Better than Ever

The message from Tina Calos’ presentation at the Marion 
Democrats’ October meeting was: Democrats Can Win! Analysis 
of election results, voter registration shifts and voting patterns in 
Marion and Polk County shows that Democrats made substantial 
gains in voter registration, turnout and final results in 2008.   
 
To maintain our momentum we need to continue to focus on 
registering new voters. Between 2006 and 2008 Democrats 
increased their share of the electorate in Marion County. For the 
first time in 20 years, there are more Democrats than 
Republicans in the County.

Special Election January 26  
Vote Yes To Preserve Funding For Education, 
Healthcare & Public Safety

Defend Oregon is the political action 
committee organized to fight for retention of 
two critical tax measures that are subject of a 
referral vote on the January 2010 ballot. 
These measures were passed by the 2008 
legislature and are under attack by right wing organizations that 
brought other damaging measures to Oregon’s voters.  

 
We are in the middle of a recession, demand for public services is 
high, and tax revenues are down. In order to preserve and create 
Oregon jobs, prevent cuts to essential services, and keep the 
burden off middle class families, the Oregon Legislature passed 
two tax increases on corporations and the richest Oregonians. 
Right-wing activists are forcing a referendum on the Legislature’s 
action to modestly increase taxes on corporations and the rich. 
This January’s special election will have major impacts on the 
state’s vital services including education, healthcare, and public 
safety.  

 

Because over 90 percent of the state’s budget goes to education, 
health care, and public safety, this crisis could have a major 
impact on vital services. At the same time, Oregon operates an 
out-dated and increasingly unfair tax system where two-thirds of 
corporations doing business in Oregon pay just $10 a year in 
income taxes. It’s time for a change. 

 

The State Legislature formulated a simple plan to preserve vital 
services that may be lost unless they have some level of funding.  

 
The Plan: 

 --Increase the $10 corporate minimum income tax for the first time 
since 1931. The new   minimum will start at $150. 

 --Increase the marginal tax rate on corporate profits above 
$250,000 by 1.3 percent (above $10 million in 2013). 

--Increase the marginal tax rate on personal income above $250,000 
for couples by 1.8 percent. 

Taxes will NOT be increased for 97.5 percent of taxpayers 

What does it mean? For example, corporations making $260,000 
in profit will pay an extra $130 in taxes (1.3 percent of the  



$10,000 above $250,000). A corporation declaring no profits will 
pay a minimum tax of about one tenth of one percent of Oregon 
sales. For individuals, couple making $260,000 in taxable income 
will pay an extra $180 (1.8 percent of the taxable income above 
$250,000).  
 
These reforms protect nearly $1 billion in vital services like 
education, health care, and public safety. These funds preserve 
school class sizes, save jobs for teachers, provide seniors with 
in-home care, and provide health care for thousands of 
Oregonians through the Oregon Health Plan. In this time of 
economic crisis, we must protect those who have been hit the 
hardest--seniors, children and the unemployed--without putting 
more of a burden on the middle class.

The strangle hold corporations have on American Government 
arises from the obscene amounts of money corporations can use 
to buy politicians.

As “persons” they 
had all the rights of natural persons— that is citizens of the 
United States—under the Constitution. Further, since they are 
legal persons not natural persons, the Supreme Court found that 
they had the right to free speech, but as they don’t have mouths, 
their money is their vehicle of free speech.  And, they can now 
give campaign contributions—bribery—with impunity to get or 
oppose legislation as they want. And now they have more rights 
than individual citizens. 
 
Rich’s resolution to the Democratic Party of Oregon directs our 
state legislators to pass a State constitutional amendment that 
declares that in the State of Oregon corporations are not 
recognized as persons or have the rights of persons under State 
laws.

“You don’t have to understand how the watch works to know 
what time it is.”   Oregon Democrats would be wise to keep that 
old phrase in mind when they consider who the Republicans will 
run for governor. 
 
You see, not long ago, I was talking with a number of my

could now be dismissed as irrelevant.  I think the reason I’m not 
so sure has broad implications both on national politics and here 
in Oregon. 
 
I know:  Palin doesn’t know much.  She doesn’t understand 
foreign policy, or have much of a grasp on the mechanics of 
Congress.  She clearly lacks any real insight into health care, 
economics or energy policy.  She’s not a gifted Orator, and, at 
least to Democrats, she seems smug and sanctimonious.  And, 
she’s a quitter. Still, a solid core Republicans love her. 
 
Why? 
 
Well, because as far as they’re concerned.  She knows what time 
it is.  Palin has positioned herself as a leader with the right 
attitudes. She has convinced many fellow Republicans that she 
can be trusted to know what to do based on her “gut.” They 
believe in her.  They trust her instincts. 
 
Democrats ignore that way of looking at potential candidates at 
their peril. 
 
After all, Ronald Reagan had no foreign policy experience…and 
limited political experience as the governor of California.  He was 
a good communicator but constantly lacked substance. 
Democrats, at the time, were convinced that America would 
never make a president out of a “B movie actor.” 
 
But America did just that.  Republicans trusted his instincts.  He 
seemed like a nice man.  And he was elected.  
 
In the race for Governor of Oregon it won’t be long before we 
have a clear idea of the primary contestants.

Shall We Give Up Adequate Schools, Law 
Enforcement, and Elderly Services For Some Anti-Tax 
Untruths?

With the election of 2006, Democrats finally had the majority in 
both houses of the legislature and a Democratic governor in 
Mahonia Hall. But it wasn't until the 2008 election that the 
Democrats gained the super-majority necessary to pass revenue 
bills – just in time for the worst economic meltdown in the 
nation's history since the Great Depression. As the 2009 
legislature slashed away at the state budget, attempting to 
balance it in the face of rapidly dwindling tax revenues and 
gloomy forecasts for the next two years, it became painfully 
obvious that more money would be needed to fill the gap – even 
with Federal stimulus money pouring into the state.   
 
Two bills, one is a modest state income tax increase on 
individuals earning more than $125,000 (or couples earning more 
than $250,000); and one that increases the minimum corporate 
tax - $10 since the 1930's - were passed to help balance the 
budget and begin to stabilize Oregon's revenue flow for the 
future. Despite the fact that few small businesses or S 
Corporations would be significantly impacted by paying $150, 
and the 12% of corporations with more than $500,000 in Oregon 
sales will pay a minimum tax equal to approximately 1/10 of 1% 
of Oregon revenues, the anti-tax forces have labeled these 
measures “Job Killers”. They have succeeded in their petition 
drive to refer Measures 66 & 67 to the voters. 
 
It is now up to the citizens of Oregon to decide if fully funded 
schools, basic human services, and public safety are important 
enough to pay for them.
